Ana had successful surgery on June 10th. She went in the hospital in 
the morning and returned home late in the afternoon. The next day she 
felt well enough to be up and moving around. Each day the pain is 
lessened and she moves more freely. The four incisions appear to be 
healing well. The staples will be removed on Thursday. Unfortunately 
Ana will not be able to lift anything over 15 lbs for 6 weeks.  

The church family at the Kirk is again helping us in many practical 
ways. Peggy Parks spent the day of surgery at our home so I could take Ana to the hospital, 
take the children to VBS, be with Ana in the recovery room, bring her home and get her 
prescriptions filled at the pharmacy. Peggy also lined up people to be with Ana and the chil-
dren when I have to teach at our 2010 Literacy Institute. This is such a tremendous help to 
have someone on hand to assist Ana, the baby and our other children. People are also bring-
ing us meals, although Ana cooked up a lot of food prior to her operation. Many people have 
told us they are praying for Ana.  

When this unexpected surgery came up I was very concerned about my commitment to teach 
at our 2010 Literacy Institute. This year, unlike most, I am teaching almost daily during 
much of the first two weeks. In addition, this weekend I will fly to NJ to preach at an LEI 
supporting church. These arrangements were made nearly a year ago. All of these concerns 
which we've prayed about are being answered by the Lord "above and beyond all we could 
ask or think."  

Thank you for praying for us and standing with us in the midst of these trials. Our family is 
again experiencing God's "supply of all our needs according to His riches in glory."

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Several years ago, a preacher from out-of-state accepted a 
call to a church in Houston , Texas . Some weeks after he 
arrived, he had an occasion to ride the bus from his home 
to the downtown area. When he sat down, he discovered 
that the driver had accidentally given him a quarter too 
much change.  
  
As he considered what to do, he thought to himself, 
“You'd better give the quarter back. It would be wrong to 
keep it.” Then he thought, “Oh, forget it, it's only a quar-
ter. Who would worry about this little amount? Anyway, 
the bus company gets too much fare; they will never miss 
it. Accept it as a 'gift from God' and keep quiet.”   
  
When his stop came, he paused momentarily at  the door, 
and then he handed the quarter to the driver and said, 
“Here, you gave me too much change.”
