had to work a lot harder to get things 
done!!  I wonder what God thinks of all 
this as He looks down upon this little 
portion of his world and watches us 
struggle to keep up with the rat race. 

     With all this in mind, I am looking 
forward to this upcoming conference 
on renewing the church in the power of 
the Holy Spirit.  It was that Power that 
brought 3,000 people to faith in Christ 
on that first Pentecost; it was that 
Power that healed the sick and raised 
the dead, and it is still that Power that 
transforms and delivers from all kinds 
of trouble and sin all those who put 
their faith in the Lord.

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Exciting news! The Presbytery of Philadelphia is 
sponsoring a second One Joyful Choir concert on  
Saturday, November 13, 2010. The event will take 
place in Verizon Hall at the Kimmel Center in Phila-
delphia at 2:30 p.m. All choir members from all 
churches in our presbytery are invited to participate. 
Dr. Pearl Shangkuan from Calvin College will con-
duct, and well-known and respected composer John 
Ferguson has been commissioned to write an anthem 
that he will accompany. Registration forms, rehearsal 
schedule, and details are available in the church  
office. 

 
The first One Joyful Choir took place in November 
2007, with 450 people singing, making it the largest 
choir to ever perform at the Kimmel Center. The 
event proved to be a wonderful experience for all in-
volved, and $40,000 was raised for presbytery mis-
sion projects. Funds raised this year will be given to 
Hôpital Sainte Croix in Léogâne, Haiti, a long-
standing project supported by PCUSA that is in  
desperate need of financial assistance following the 
recent earthquake.

Saute in 1/4 cup butter just until golden brown: 
 
· 1 package Ramen noodles (crushed) 
· 1 cup slivered almonds 
· 1+1/2 Tablespoons sesame seeds

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A Child Brought Up in Sunday School is Seldom Brought Up in Court 

To illustrate the truthfulness of this statement, consider two examples: 

Judge Fossett of Brooklyn sentenced some 2,700 young people to the re-
formatory during a five year period. Not one of the entire 2,700 was a mem-
ber of any Sunday School. 

Lee Baxton was a business man who served as a city Mayor for two years. 
During this time he presided over Mayor's court, hearing some 2,400 cases, 
He made a standing offer to pay the court costs of any person convicted of a 
criminal offense if that person had been regular in Sunday School attendance 
during that year. 

There were many who said they used to attend "a long time ago" or "I plan 
to go when I am released," but not once in 2,400 cases did he have to pay anyone's fine. 

While Sunday School may not be a cure-all, there can be no doubt that the influence of regular church 
worship and Sunday School attendance is a great factor in keeping down crime.
